o He Devises plans based on his perception of God’s inactivity v. 2a “How long shall | take counsel in my
soul,”
He is Dejected with the pain of his problem v. 2b “Having sorrow in my heart daily?”
o He is Despondent over the position of his enemies v. 2¢c “How long will my enemy be exalted over me?”
